PRE-INSTALLATION 
 
The standard size for the PD10R strap is 13 3/8” (L), with a 1 ¼” hook (T).  

• This will fit slate / shake / synthetic slate & shakes from 16”-20” long.  
• Overall length for standard PD10R is 16 3/8”. 

To determine appropriate strap length (L), add amount of hidden slate to 3x the thickness  
of the slate. 

The minimum hook length (T) is 1”.  
• For thicker slates, the hook may need to be longer than the  thickness  

of the slate (fig. 1).

INSTALLATION 

1. Hook snow guard over end of a slater’s rip or similar tool (fig. 2). 
 
2. Using slater’s rip, slide snow guard between the 3rd and 4th courses so the hook 

engages top edge of slate (fig. 3). 
 
3. Pull the rip out and pull snow guard down into place so that it engages top of the slate.

• Inspect fasteners into roof deck. 

• Inspect snow guard-related waterproofing and replace or repair where necessary  

to ensure roof integrity. 

• Snow accumulation on roofs and rooftop solar panels must be removed to avoid damage to the roof  

or panels, the building structure, and anything below. Heavy snowfalls, drifting, and the gradual 

accumulation of snow and ice can lead to less-than-ideal snow guard performance. 

• Check each clamp set screw with a torque wrench to ensure proper fastening has been maintained 

(clamp-to-seam models). 

• Inspect sealant, tape, and adhesive. Remove and replace as needed.
