1.2 SYSTEM DESCRIPTION 

A. COMPONENTS 
1. PD11 and PD110F-CU snow guard system consists of  
individual metal snow guards. 
2. Fasteners 

a. To be of metal compatible with snow guards. 
b. Fasteners should be selected for compatibility with roof deck. 
c. Fastener strength should exceed or be equal to snow guard system. 

B. DESIGN REQUIREMENTS 
1. Spacing to be recommended by manufacturer or building engineer. 
2. Minimum 2 fasteners per snow guard. 
3. It is important to design new structures or assess existing structures to make sure 
they can withstand retained snow loads.

3.1 EXAMINATION 

A. SUBSTRATE 
1. Inspect structure on which snow guard system is to be installed and verify it will 
withstand any additional loading it may incur. Notify general contractor of any 
deficiencies before installing Alpine SnowGuards’ products. 
2. Verify roofing material has been installed correctly prior to installing  
snow guards. 

 
3.2 INSTALLATION 

A. Comply with architectural drawings and snow guard manufacturer’s recommendations 
for location of system. Comply with manufacturer’s written installation instructions for 
installation and layout.

INSTALLATION 
 
Note: The PD11 is always installed between two slates or shingles. 

 
1. Slide sleeve onto the bottom of snow guard strap.  

 
2. Insert snow guard between the 3rd and 4th rows of roofing material, centering the strap 

over the joint of the course of roofing material above (fig. 1). 
 

3. Insert 3 fasteners in a vertical line through the snow guard strap, through the slate 
or shingle, and into the roof deck. Note: For easier access to the snow guard 
strap, it may be useful to pry upper courses of roofing materials apart. 

 
4. Fastener heads should be as flush as possible with the snow guard strap (a nail set 

or flat head screw driver may help), and covered with an acceptable sealant. 
 

5. Slide the counter-flashing sleeve up into place over the fastener heads so that the top 
of the sleeve is under the course of shingles above. Note: To help the sleeve slide 
easier, it may help to spray the strap with silicone (avoid oil-based products that may 
run.) The sleeve is held in place by friction and the sealant used on the fastener heads.

and show no signs of damage or wear. 

• Inspect fasteners into roof deck. 

• Inspect snow guard-related waterproofing and replace or repair where necessary  

to ensure roof integrity. 

• Snow accumulation on roofs and rooftop solar panels must be removed to avoid damage to the roof  

or panels, the building structure, and anything below. Heavy snowfalls, drifting, and the gradual 

accumulation of snow and ice can lead to less-than-ideal snow guard performance. 

• Check each clamp set screw with a torque wrench to ensure proper fastening has been maintained 

(clamp-to-seam models). 

• Inspect sealant, tape, and adhesive. Remove and replace as needed.
