Part 1 - GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. WORK INCLUDES
1. PD40, PD40R, PD400F-CU and PD400FR-CU gusseted snow guards
attach directly to roof deck.
2. Coordinate with roof installation to assure proper placement of snow guards.
3. Provide appropriate snow guard and fasteners for roof system.

1.2 SYSTEM DESCRIPTION
A. COMPONENTS
1. PD40 and PD400F-CU snow guard system consists of
individual metal snow guards.
2. PD40R and PD400FR-CU snow guard systems consist of
individual snow guard with metal sleeve.
3. Fasteners
a. To be of metal compatible with snow guards.
b. Fasteners should be selected for compatibility roof deck.
c. Fastener strength should exceed or be equal to snow guard system.
B. DESIGN REQUIREMENTS
1. Spacing to be recommended by manufacturer or building engineer.
2. Minimum 2 fasteners per snow guard.
3. It is important to design new structures or assess existing structures to make sure
they can withstand retained snow loads.

1.3 SUBMITTAL
A. Submit manufacturer’s specifications, standard detail drawings, installation instructions,

and recommended layout.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE
A. Installer to be experienced in installation of specified roofing material and snow guards

for not less than 5 years in the area of the project.

1.5 DELIVERY / STORAGE / HANDLING
A. Inspect material upon delivery and order replacements for any missing or defective items.
Keep material dry, covered and off the ground until installed.

D. Freedom Gray™ — 16 oz tin-zinc coated copper.
E. Rheinzink® — .8mm Rheinzink®.

2.3 FINISH (choose one)
A. Mill Finish — standard.
B. Powder Coated — available at additional cost.
(Not available for PD400F-CU or PD400FR-CU)
C. Kynar 500® pre-painted coil — aluminum only.
(Not available for PD400F-CU or PD400FR-CU)

Part 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION
A. SUBSTRATE
1. Inspect structure on which snow guard system is to be installed and verify it will
withstand any additional loading it may incur. Notify general contractor of any
deficiencies before installing Alpine SnowGuards’ products.
2. Verify roofing material has been installed correctly prior to installing snow guards.

3.2 INSTALLATION
A. Comply with architectural drawings and snow guard manufacturer’s recommendations for

location of system. Comply with manufacturer’s written installation instructions for installation
and layout.

ROOF TYPES

e EXxisting Synthetic Shake or Slate (shown)
(For synthetic materials < = 3/8” thickness)

INSTALLATION

1. Beginning on 2" course of roofing material, place the snow
guard low enough on the roofing material to leave a minimum
gap of 5/8”, or at least 3 times the thickness of the roofing
material whichever is greater, from the roofing material above

(fig. 1).
2. Select option below that best applies to your install (fig. 2):

Option 1: Carefully lift shingle and position snow guard in
place. Attach snow guard using 2 fasteners of a material compatible with snow

guard and roof system.

Option 2: Place snow guard in gap between the slates and attach through center of the snow
guard strap (vertically), using 2 fasteners of a material compatible with snow guard
and roof system.

Option 3: If shingle cannot be lifted or snow guard cannot be slid into place, use 2 fasteners
of a material compatible with snow guard and roof system, to attach to the row of

shingles below.

3. Caulk fastener heads. Slide sleeve into place to cover fasteners. Top of sleeve must be
pushed under the upper course of roofing material by = 2",

Please use the guidelines below to determine the appropriate layout for your installation.
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Snow Guard Maintenance

Our snow guards must be inspected annually. Any defects or damage in materials and/or workmanship
must be reported to Alpine SnowGuards immediately. Seller will not be responsible for snow guard
systems that have not been properly maintained.

e Ensure snow guard brackets, accessories & components are intact, have not been displaced,
and show no signs of damage or wear.

e Inspect fasteners into roof deck.

e Inspect snow guard-related waterproofing and replace or repair where necessary
to ensure roof integrity.

e Snow accumulation on roofs and rooftop solar panels must be removed to avoid damage to the roof
or panels, the building structure, and anything below. Heavy snowfalls, drifting, and the gradual
accumulation of snow and ice can lead to less-than-ideal snow guard performance.

e Check each clamp set screw with a torque wrench to ensure proper fastening has been maintained
(clamp-to-seam models).

e Inspect sealant, tape, and adhesive. Remove and replace as needed.
